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Spending time with Ethar and Amani makes you 

feel like you are in the presence of friends who 

have known each other for decades, instead 

of women who met less than a year ago. Their easy 

laughter, shared stories, and mutual support make it 

hard to believe their friendship began right here—at 

the Ronald McDonald House.

Amani lives in Fort Wayne with her husband and their 

young son. Ethar lives in Lafayette with her husband 

and six children. Both women are Sudanese and 

Muslim and were introduced through their global 

medical interpreter, while both were seeking similar 

medical care for their sons. 

“Ronald McDonald House is the place where we 

always meet - I feel less stressed when I’m here at 

the House,” said Ethar, talking about spending time 

with Amani at the House. “We eat, cook our food 

together, drink tea, and relax. It’s been a blessing for 

us.” It’s obvious when these two are together, there 

is laughter and joy just radiating from wherever they 

are. 

“Ethar usually arrives in the Family Room first,” said 

Ronald McDonald House Culinary Program Manager, 

Taylor Jordan. “Her whole face lights up, and her 

mood instantly improves when Amani arrives. Most 

days, the two women sit in the Family Room and 

drink tea and talk while their children receive their 

medical treatments. “Other families at the Family 

Room will turn to me and say, ‘Oh, your friend is here,” 

said Amani. “Everyone knows we are friends.”

“We connected through our interpreter because our 

sons share the same medical issue, and we were 

both very stressed about it in the beginning, but 

Amani is so kind and so nice and funny,” said Ethar. 

“I think Ethar is the best, she’s a very strong woman 

managing everything she has to take care of. I feel 

stronger because of Ethar,” said Amani. 

Even before Ethar’s older children moved into the 

House this summer, they all knew Amani from video 

calls and visits. Ethar would tell her children that if 

they behaved at home, they could come down to 

the Ronald McDonald House and see Amani.

“The Ronald McDonald House makes us feel less 

stressed, too,” said Ethar. “I asked Taylor for eggs, 

and she found some right away. The staff cares 

about every small detail.” The women discussed 

how the Ronald McDonald House feels like a home 

in Sudan, where it’s a large facility with individual 

rooms or spaces, but everyone can come together 

to share a meal or spend time together. 

“We both feel very good at the House,” said Ethar. 

“We are very happy that we have this place, and 

we are so thankful to Abi, our interpreter, for 

introducing us and giving us this friendship.”

Friendships like theirs are at the heart of the Ronald 

McDonald House. Families who stay here often 

form bonds that last long after they leave. You can 

find families coming back to visit, sharing meals, 

and watching their children play with the friends 

who are still staying at the House. For families 

facing unimaginable challenges, these friendships 

become a source of strength, hope, and healing.

Just two days later, on Sunday, October 19, 
another milestone arrived—this time at the Sullivan 
McDonald’s—where we surpassed $1 million raised 
through Round-Up for 2025, more than six weeks 
earlier than last year! It may not sound like much, but 
to raise over one million dollars by rounding up, it 
takes more than two million people saying “yes” at the 
counter. Every one of those small moments adds up 
to something extraordinary—helping ensure we can 
provide comfort, care, and support for families who 
need it most. We look forward to celebrating with the 
Sullivan team this November!
